Since 2001, the Family 
Circle Cup Community 
Outreach Program has 
helped numerous  
charitable organizations 
throughout the Charleston are create awareness and 
raise money. For the fifth consecutive year, the Center 
for Women has been selected as the tournamentôs  
official charity. During the tournament, the Center for 
Women, will have a presence on site and hold specific 
promotions and events to help raise funds for the  
important services they provide for women in the  
tri -county area.  
 
The Center for Women is the only comprehensive 
womenôs resource and development center in South 
Carolina, and its mission is to help women succeed 
everyday, both personally and professionally.  
Established in 1990, the Center has reached over 
70,000 women in the Lowcountry through educational 
programs, development seminars, counseling, 
referrels, and support groups.   

Charleston Win4Life Program  

In 2001, former tennis pro Leslie  
Allen envisioned a program designed 
to give inner-city kids an  
opportunity to explore new frontiers 
that could help them create and  
pursue goals. This 10-year WTA Tour 
veteranôs vision became a reality in 
2002 when she founded the  
Leslie Allen Foundation. That year, the Family Circle 
Cup became the first Sony Ericsson WTA Tour event to 
fully fund the Win4Life program. Over the past eight 
years in Charleston, more than 350 kids have been se-
lected to participate in the program.  
 
The Win4Life program spans a ten-week period and 
centers around five sessions focusing on life skills, 
mentoring seminars, and tennis training sessions. The 
culmination of the Win4Life program is an unique and 
exciting look into the world of professional tennis 
made possible by attending the Family Circle Cup.
